-Submit a personal statement and a separate essay on the designated topic specified on the Application
Form
-Two letters of recommendation form non-family members familiar with the applicant’s extra-curricular

activities. ( Examples: teacher, coach, employer, pastor, etc.)

-If the Applicant is an SBU member meeting the above requirements (i.e. Member of SBU for at least
one year, no sponsorship is necessary.

For the Sponsor:
Must be a SBU Member who has maintained full paid-up membership status for a minimum of one year

prior to and as of the application date.

Must be either blood relative of the applicant or “Hanai” as that term is interpreted by “Hawaiian Cultural
Standards”, which determination of “Hawaiian Cultural Standards” will be solely and exclusively de-
termined by the STREET BIKERS UNITED HAWAII SCHOLARSHIP FUND'’s Executive Selection
Committee, and whose determination will be final, binding and non-reviewable.
